Fleece Competition

The purpose of this exhibit is to encourage the production of better wool and its proper
preparation for market and/or hand spinning, and to show the best quality fleeces of the different
breeds.  The judging is based on these merits.

Fleece must have been shorn in the last 12 months from an animal owned by exhibitor,
skirted and tied with paper twine.  Fleece must be tagged with a 3x5 index card stating the breed of
sheep.

Handspun yarn (any fiber) must be in skeins of two ounces (1 ½ ounces for specialty yarns ---
silk, angora, cashmere, etc).  A 3x5 index card must be attached to yarn stating fiber content and
intended usage.

Articles must be spun and made by the same person.  Technique (s) used may be weaving,
knitting, crocheting, hooking, or embroidery.  A 3x5 index card must be attached stating fiber
content and explaining the technique used in spinning and making the article.
